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The Socialist Party

strives to establish a

| used to believe in the two state so-
lution between Israel and the Pales-
tians. Israel would withdraw from

the occupied territories captured in
the Six-Day War in 1967 in exchange
for a peace deal with the Palestini-
ans and they would get a state of
their own on the West Bank of the
Jordan River with East Jerusalem as
their capital, and it would also in-

clude the Gaza Strip. Israel would
also withdraw from the Golan
Heights in exchange for a similar
peace treaty with the Syrians.

However, with a civil war raging be-
tween Fatah and Hamas there is no
one left for Israel to negotiate such a
peace treaty. With Fatah, Israel
could make a peace treaty, but they
only control the presidency at the
moment, and that perhaps not for
long. They are locked in a violent
fight with the terrorist group
Hamas. Hamas is an ultraconserva-
tive, Islamic fundamentalist religious
movement that takes funding from
iran, the state that is the iargest fun-
der of terrorism today. Iran's presi-
dent is an ultraconservative, Islamic
fundamentalist, religious fanatic who
denies the Holocaust ever took place
and has sworn to wipe Israel off the
face of the world. Hamas and the
Revolutionary Guards in Iran both
oppress women. To say they are
anti-feminist is a tremendous under-
statement. In Pales-
tine husbands get away with "honor
killings" of wives. Hamas controls

the Palestinian parliament. They

will not agree to recognize Israel or
make peace with it. Hamas is cur-
rently kiling Fatah members who

challenge their rule, and say they
will boycott the parliamentary elec-

tion just called by secular Palestin-
ian President Abbas, who is a mem-
ber of Fatah. Fatah would likely lose
in such an election the polls show if
Hamas participates. Abbas is in too
weak of a position politically to nego-
tiate a peace treaty with Israel at

present, or is likely to in the future.

It takes two to negotiate a peace
treaty. Israel is willing to negotiate,

but there is no one with enough
power on the Palestinian side to ne-
gotiate. Israel and the Palestians
were extremely close to making a
peace deal in 2000, in which the Pal-
estians would have gotten the West
Bank and the Gaza Strip, but then

the second intifada began and the
deal collapsed. Israel is attempting to
build an "apartheid wall" to keep the

end, and is an civil rights disaster.

The time of the two state solution
worked out over many years and ne-
gotiations died in 2000. It will not be
revived despite the Bush administra-
tion's or other government's attempts
to make it a reality. It is time to
move on to a new solution for peace
in the Middle East: to a multistate
solution to the Arab-Israeli Conflict.

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The elements of the multistate solution to the Arab -
Israeli conflict begin with Israel returning the Go  lan
Heights to Syria in exchange for a peace
treaty. Syria will have to cut off funding and rec  ogni-
tion to the terrorist groups Hezbollah and Hamas.
This part of the peace treaty will have to be made in
such a way that it is verifiable. This is critical . Both
groups are Islamic fundamentalist. Last summer's
war between Hezbollah and Israel in Lebanon was
provoked by Hezbollah. Israel in the eyes of many
lost the war. Certainly the civilians of Lebanon |  ost
the war. Both sides used cluster bombs against eac h
other. They are still killing people. The U.S. pr o-
vided Israel with its cluster bombs. Hezbollah got its
weaponry from Syria and Iran. Hezbollah was mili-
tarily weakened but in the eyes of many politically
strengthened by the war. They are now trying
to overthrow the democratic government of Lebanon.

The next war that Hezbollah and/or Hamas fights
with Israel may well be fought with weapons of mass
destruction: nuclear, chemical or biological, provi ded

o ihemn by Syria or iran ur surnevne eise. isiaei 1S
likely to respond with its own weapons of mass de-
struction. They won't admit it, but it is generall vy

suspected that they do have nuclear weapons.

Making peace with Syria will greatly lessen the pos -
siblity of war fought with weapons of mass destruc-
tion in the Middle East, which could pull the U.S.
and other nations into the conflict and touch of Wo  rld
War lll.

Syria and Israel must agree to a free
trade deal. Syria and Israel must agree to free tr avel
of their respective citizens between their two na-
tions. Israelis must not be forced to leave the Go lan
Heights. If they wish to remain there they must
agree to become Syrian citizens. Syria must accord
them the same rights of aii Syrian citizens. Anyi o0ss
of lands Syrian citizens incurred by the takeover o f
the Golan Heights because of the Six-Day War
should be settled by the International Court of Jus -
tice in the Hague. Compensation should, of course,
be paid. | doubt if many Israelis will want to rem  ain
in the Golan Heights and be Syrian citizens, but th ey
should be allowed to be and be protected from harm
if they do. Syrians wishing to immigrate to Israel
should be allowed to, and their rights should
be protected and they should be treated equally.

Settling the Israel-Syrian problem sets the model f  or
the rest of the Arab-Israeli conflict. Israel must re-

turn all of the West Bank and East Jersusalem to
its owner before the Six-Day War, Jordan. Jordan
must guarantee the security of all Palestinians and
any Israelis who chose to remain. Jordan is a
friendly nation with Israel today. They must be hel d
responsible for ending terrorist attacks on lIsrael. If
Jordan wants to make the West Bank with East Jeru-
salem its capital of a state in a federal system of Jor-
dan to accord some local control, that should be th eir
business. Israeli settlers now in the West Bank an d
East Jerusalem must be allowed to remain, but they
will have to become Jordanian citizens and accorded
all the equal rights and protections of all Jordian -
ans. Many of these settlers in the occupied territ  ories
will probably elect to move back to Israel proper, but
that will be their decision. Compensation should b e
paid to Palestinians who lost land on the West Bank
to these settlers and in Israel prior to the 1948 W  ar of
Independence. That should be handled by a neutral
arbitrator: The International Court of Justice in t he
Hague.

The Gaza Strip, currently the source of some of the
most bitter fighting between Fatah and Hamas
shiuuid be reiurned w iis vrigingi owner, Egypi. T jiey
must bring law and order to this land so full of op -
pressed people. The Israeli military must keep
out. Egyptian military forces and police forces mu st
stop the rocket attacks by Islamic extremists on Is -
rael that provoke Israeli military incursions from
time to time.

There is one other ingredient necessary. Israel,
Syria, Jordan and Egypt all need democracy, social
welfare, full employment, economic democracy, femi-
nist policies, environmental policies and a tremen-
dous reduction in their mutual military spend-
ing. That ingredient is democratic socialism. To-
gether with the multistate solution to the Arab-
Israeli conflict we can avert a war fought with wea  p-
ons of mass destruction that will inevitably come
uniess change is made.

Hotel Rwanda tells the story of the tribal violence
that occurred in 1994 between the Hutus and the
Tutsis in that African nation. In about 3 months, the
Hutus murdered about 800,000 Tutsis. The massa-
cres in Rwanda were a fitting end to the 20 t century,
the most violent and brutal in the history of human
kind. The century that gave us great leaps in tech
nology, medicine, and comfort also gave us mass mur
der of Armenians, Jews, Ukrainians, Cambodians,
and Tutsis.

In the Bible, book of Numbers, Chapter 31, we read
how the Hebrews massacred the entire male popula-
tion of the Midianites in an act of vengeance. And
after Moses chastised the soldiers for not completi ng
the job, they went back and killed all the adult
women as well. In the 20 th century, the attempt to
wipe out entire tribes or peoples continued in full
vigor. In Rwanda, the Hutus intentionally focused on
killing the children and young adult women because
their goal was to make sure that there would not be a
future generation of Tutsis.

With no substantial changes in world culture we
should expect genocide in our future. Many Ameri-
cans consider the US to be a morally advanced na-
tion. And yet there are many Americans who advo-
cate solving problems by mass murder. They didn't
care about the Africans being murdered in 1994.
When Saddam was mass murdering Iragis they didn't
care. When Hitler was murdering Jews, most Ameri-
cans, including President Roosevelt, didn’'t care.  And
it is because of this that | see no end to genocide in
our lifetime, or our children’s lifetime.

How would we end genocide? Education is clearly no t
a factor. The Germans were the most educated peo-
ple in Europe and they rationalized the murder of
over 12 miiiion peopie: Jews, homosexuais, Commu-
nists, the physically handicapped, and the mentally
retarded, among others. Some people in America are
pushing “tolerance education.” | don't think it wi |l
make any difference. Education is not the issue, n or
is religion. All of the major religions have parti  ci-
pated in ethnic cleansing or religious war at some
point in their history. The only religious groupt  hat |
know of that has always opposed mass murder is the
Quakers.

If education and religion won't help us end genocid e
what will? The answer is feminism. What is the
common thread that connects Hitler, Stalin, Saddam,

and Pol Pot? Sex. It is my belief that if women w ere
in leadership positions in national governments,
these atrocities would not be permitted, or at leas t
the likelihood would be greatly diminished.

| have observed that males are “wired” to be compet i-
tive with a goal determining a ranking of superiori  ty.
As a former labor leader, | have played the game - the
goal was always to win my position. In recognition  of
the damage done by playing this game, there has
been an effort to establish the concept of “win-win
negotiations (no losers). Win-win is a difficult ¢ on-
cept for men to grasp. Business is about winning, pe-
riod. Sports is about winning. Politics is about  win-
ning. This is the way men play the game. This is
how | believe God made us.

”

From a religious perspective Jews believe that wome n
are closer to God than men - this comes from the
mouths of Rabbis. Just as God created mankind,
women create children. God gave this honor and re-
sponsibility to women because they value life more
than men do. We need to take advantage of this won -
derful trait that women have (respect for life). W e
need to put more women into leadership positions if
we are ever to emerge from this endless cycle of mu r-
der and genocide. | believe that women would use
war as a last option, place a priority on heath car e,
and ensure safety nets for seniors and people who a re
disabled.

You may say that today we have greatly improved
heath care and social security, and that men ran ou r
government during these periods of progress. You
would be correct to point this out. Butisitno c oinci-
dence that the rise of modern health systems and so -
cial security began when women became more active
in politics after the Civil War? A million men die  din
the Civii War; hundreds of thousands were maimed.

It was their mothers who grieved. When Mary Harris
(aka Mother Jones) led protest marches in the late
1800s seeking better health care for Civil War dis-
abled veterans, she created a new dynamic in politi cs.
It would be women, not men, who would speak for the
defenseless, the sick, and the hungry.

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To prevent future Rwandas, we will need to change t he status of women in the world. We are making dec ent
progress in America, but other countries have not e ven started. In India it is still common and permi  ssible for a
man to murder his wife for a slight offense. Andy ou may have been following the case of the Afghani woman
who was sentenced by tribal elders to be gang raped as punishment for an offense her brother committed . After
being raped she was supposed to commit suicide out of shame, but she refused, and her ongoing story ha s be-
come a national headline there.

Is it futile to think we can do something about it? No, the fix is already in progress. We are raisin g our daugh-
ters to be independent thinkers. We are giving the m responsibility for their lives at a younger age. And we are
teaching them that there is more to life than findi  ng a rich husband. In 1982 the U.S. Senate was 2% female;
today it's 14%. This is a big step in the right di  rection. But we do need to be alert to somethingi mportant, very

important, about women in politics today. The ones  who successfully attain office are getting there by emulat-
ing male behavior. Elections are conducted accordi ng to male rules. Elections are a contest, a game. There
must be a winner and a loser. If women get into of fice by behaving like men, political feminism will not be a
means to eliminate genocide.

It is not enough to say, “never again.” We have to actually do something to prevent the next Holocaus t from oc-
curring. If not for yourself, do it for your grand  kids. They deserve a better world that what we are  leaving
them.

When | was attending graduate school at Indiana
University of Pennsylvania (Yes, there is such a
place) my housemate was interesting chap named
Craig Livingstone.

USA, which is rooted in the social democratic tradi  tion of
this party and democratic left movements around the

world. We recognize that the name social democracy | ike
socialism has been a much abused term but we hold t hat

the fundamental insights of this tradition is neede  d now
more than ever in facing the problems of our nation and
world.

The insight of socialism is that democracy and the  devel-
opment of human possibilities in life cannot be had  when

there is power and wealth concentrated in the hands  of
the few while the many fail to enjoy the fruits of their
labor...that profit as the sole determinant in the on-
goings of a society crowds out other concerns from the
environment to the quality of life of people...that a  soci-
ety which allows all to contribute and determine ou r fu-
ture requires that all can have access to the goods of
life...and that many of the problems of human life fro m
global warming to violence here and abroad cannot b e
addressed until this imbalance of power and wealth,
which governs so much in our world, is changed.

The insight of social democracy is that the dramati c
changes socialism calls for can only happen when th ere is
broad levels of support across society which have d eeply
felt roots within that society. This is why social democ-
racy has always sought its appeal to all people of good
will in a society. But for democracy and cooperativ e ac-
tion to take hold in a society they need to already be ex-
perienced and valued. No manifesto is able to achie ve
this. This is why reforms have been central to this  vision
because it is in those changes in society, no matte r how
small, when cooperation and democratic say is expan ded,
that people experiencing and thus valuing this dema nd
further and more far reaching changes in a socialis t di-
rection.

The reforms which have been secured by the hard fou ght
struggles of people in this last century from the r ight to
organize unions to social provisions have been under con-
tinual attack by a new changing economic order, cal led
corporate globalization. That is, corporations no lo nger
bound by geographic boundaries, have new leverage i n
punishing nations which have moved to a more democ-

ratic and cooperative direction and they have been suc-
cessful in rolling back many of the important gains  made
by working people. This calls for new thinking to a  ddress

this situation.

But some extremists, both on the right and left, ha ve
called for the death of social democracy. We know w hat
the right would replace this model with. A cruel so cial
Darwinist world, a survival of the fittest, a conce  ntration

of wealth and power in the hands of the few. But wh y
would the extreme left join in on the attack? They look at
the reforms and gains of the last century as crumbs in-
stead of the hard won struggles of working people. They
look at the successful efforts of broad based socia | democ-
ratic parties from universal health care to unions which
represent much of these societies and they see the foi-
bles, limits, and compromises which mark such endea v-
ors.

We say though that the problem of social democracy is
not with the original vision, it is the fact that s = ome peo-

ple have not kept faith with that vision. We see th e lim-
its as well, but we recognize that social democracy is one
of the only models which have actually taken rooti n ac-
tual societies with actual peoples and therefore it  has

something that few other models have...it's been te sted
in the furnace of experience and the actual world. Ideas
for their own sake will properly never gain the asc ent of
most people. It is only when those ideas have affec ts in
the world, in increasing the general well being wil | they
gain support. Socialist movements must earn support
because we can actually make the world a better pla ce,
not because we have the best statements.

This is why the Socialist Party has been such an im por-
tant force for progress in the US. By participation  in the
greater social movements of our time, such as the | abor,
peace, environmental, and civil rights movements an d by
working with broad alliances both electoral and on  the
streets, important gains have been secured from the civil
rights act to social security. It is this history, which is
attacked by some in the party as partial, limited, not
"revolutionary”. But we're convinced that such folk s and
their move to ideology and the politics of purity i s
founded on fears. Fears based on the left's lack of power
in this country and impatience with the ways of dem oc-
ratic change.

The SP has two choices. It can divorce itself from the
greater left and social movements in this country a nd
around the world, becoming more ideological, more i n-
ward looking, and less tolerant or it can with conf idence
engage the greater left, moved by a vision of a mor e hu-
mane and democratic future, fight the rollbacks pus hed
by the right and place the question of social democ racy in
the forefront in this new century. Of course this w ill re-
quire courage. And it will require fresh thinking f rom all
sides on the left as we deal with a unique set of ¢ hal-
lenges, including the assault of corporate globaliza tion.
In this we don't have road maps or detailed plans o f the
future.
